LEAVES FROM MY NOTE BOOK.

HE first month of the season has
fulfilled all expectations. Only
two teams, Wigan and Wake-
field Trinity, have secured max-
imum points from every engage-

ment, and only three sides have failed in
every match played. Thus twenty-five
teams can boast a percentage, and it is
worthy of note that twenty-three have
one or more victories to their credit.

This dividing of honours is all for the
good of the game. Interest in the com-
petition would soon wane, if week in
and week cut certain clubs won and cer-
tain clubs lost. with monotonous regular-
ity.

Unexpected results—we have had
plenty during the past month—are good
for all concerned. They are a source of
encouragement to the victors, and to
the defeated they convey wholesome les-
sons. A glance at the table of results
to-day, and the corresponding record on
October 1, last season, clearly tells me
that this season clubs are more on an
equality in a playing sense than ever
before in the history of the League.

Another point which I gleaned from
my monthly stocktaking, is that the sec-
ond, third and fourth clubs, are Wake-
field, Widnes and Runcorn. These organ-
isations are proud of their record for
purely local players. I shall not attempt
to argue that these players are equal in
point of merit to many in the clubs who
are to-day below them in the percentage
column. My position would be unten-
able, but I rejoice that so far native
talent has carried the trio to the top of
the tree.

I must now refer to a more unpalatable
topic—rough play. I was sorry to see
that Saturday’s League matches resulted

in players being ordered off the field for
misconduct, and that in the Lancashire

Junior Cup Competition, three players

allowed their zeal to ovei-step their
discretién.  This is bad for the clubs,
but far worse for the game, and the time
has arrived when the officials should in-
flict severe punishment.

I recognise that our game, more than
any other, lends itself to displays of
temper on the part of players, and I
make bold to say that ninety-nine per
cent of the players sent off, are both
sorry and ashamed that they should so
far forget themselves even in the excite-
ment of the game, as to merit the
extreme punishment. Bad as is the rec-
ord so far this season, critics must not
overlook the fact that each Saturday, 364
League players are out, and in addition
my figures of reported players include
the contesting sides in the ‘Lancashire
and Yorkshire Combination. Thus work-
ed out for the month, the figure is under
one per cent. This however is too high,
and I would that clubs would impress it
upon the players, that rough play would
receive a further penalty than that in-
flicted by the League committees.

Yorkshire clubs on the returns are the
worst offenders. I do not want to make
too fine distinctions, and pay tribute to
the fairness of the average Tyke, but
the figures cannot be disputed. It was
the same last season, and I trust a friend-
ly hint will be given to those enthusias-
tic Yorkshiremen, who apparently are
overlooking the fact that a good reputa-
tion for honest and clean football is
preferable even to winning matches by
tactics which do not- commend them-
selves to those who have the interests of
the game at heart.

An old interview with “ GENTLEMAN JONES,”
(BY AN OCCASIONAL CONTRIBUTOR)

N conversation the other day with one

of the returned tourists, mention

was made of F. Jackson, the old Leices-

ter forward, who was suspended by the

English Rugby Union for professionalism

when touring in Australia with the Anglo

*Welsh Combination. He remained in

New Zealand and joined the Auckland

club. and played in two matches against
the tourists.

Jackson, years ago, in the name of
Jones, played with Swinton, and looking
over some old press cuttings I found an
interesting interview dated 1902. Of
course since that date Jackson went back
to the Rugby Union, and although for
some time he kept up the deception at
Leicester, he was ultimately recognised,
and two years ago suspended

The interview states—

““As an item out of the ordinary course
of things, one of the playing members of
the club (Swinton) has all through the
season been surrounded by a sort of
mystery which has given rise to all kinds
of rumours as to his identity. We refer
to the stalwart forward who is known to
friends and opponents as ‘““‘Jack’ Jones.

It is an open secret that ‘‘Jones’ is
only a name assumed for the period dur-
ing which he plays football. As to
his real identity—well, Mr. ‘Jones”
checoses, for reasons best known to him-
self, to keep it a strict secret. During
the past week we have been fortunate
enough to have a long conversaion with
the mysterious one, and found him wil-
ling to converse on any subject only him-
self, "“which was, of course, our object in
approaching the unknown.

For the benefit of Swintonians in par-
ticular we may say that ‘“Jones’” is a
Welshman, his football career commen-
cing when he joined the team.connected
with Llandoverv College, at which place
our subject received his education. After
leaving the College he went to London,
and for a couple of seasons was one of

commencing, Jones played against the
English teams who visited South Africa
at both ‘“‘Soccer’”” and ‘“‘Rugger,”’” and in
the first named code was reckoned the
best goal keeper in South Africa.

During last summer he returned to
England, and offering his services to
Swinton, terms were arranged, and for
the first time in his athletic career he
turned out as a fuly fledged professwna].
Standing 5 ft. 103 in., “Jones” is of
exceptionally fine phys1que and is one of
the heaviest forwards in the Swinton
team, as he scales no less than 14 stones,
9 lIbs. Though he has never scored any
tangible points in the matches he has
played, his work has always been useful
and his efforts in the scrimmages have
shown that he was no stranger to Rughby
football.

Possessed of more than the average
amount of education, one instinctively
feels after a few minutes’ conversation
that “Jones’’ has had a past which would
be very interesting reading to everyone
fond of adventure. His identity may leak

out at some time or other, and it may
cause something more than a mere flutter
in local circles when it is found that we
have been entertaining unawares for over
six months one of the

But we all know that had it not been
for his enthusiasm, his clear sightedness,
‘his courageous actions, and his inexhaus-
tible energy, the game would certainly
not have been what it is to-day.
