Wonderful Wagstaff.

Iine. The Huddersfield centre gave a per-
fect exhibition. His resource and judge- |
ment was worthy of the game, and of
that occasion. [ have long held a good
opinion of Wagstafi’s abilities, but his
display at Ebbw Vale, even to me came
as a revelation.

This has
brought extra work upon the clubs, espec-
ially those in the running for the ““first
four,”” and in addition to the usual heavy
holiday programme, there are a number
of matches postponed on account of the
cup-ties, which have to be brought to a
conclusion.

An Unusual Event.

There has been—as is fairly generally
known—for some years an agreement
between the Northern Union and the foot-
ball Association, in which each body
agrees to 1er0gmse the others profes-
sional registrations and suspensions.
Very few cases have arisen in respect to
the latter, but one has now occured under
rather uuusu.;.] circumstances. It appears
that a certain player, registered as a pro-
fessional under the Northern Union has
been reported to the Football Associa-
tion, for playing with one of their clubs
as an amateur. Upon investigation they
found the report true and suspended him,
and have also reported the matter to the
Northern Union authorities. The player
is therefore debarred from playing under
elther code, until such time as his sus-
pension is removed.

Another Protest.

Another protest under the Lancashire
Shield competition, arising out of the
semi-finals last Saturday. was heard by
the sub-committee on Tuesday last. This
was laid by the Runcorn club against the
result of their match against Broughion
Rangers ‘A.” The grounds of the pro-
test were that one of their opponents left
the field without the permission of the
referee. It was elicited, during the hear-
ing of the case, that one of the plavers
did step over the touch line to take a
piece of string from one of the attend-
ants. This, however, does not constitute
leaving the field, but even if it did it is
no violation of the rules, as now constit-
uted. There had used to be a clause in
the rules on this peint but it was deleted,
and now only refers to attendance upon
the players on the field of play. The pro-
test was therefore dismissed.

There have been too many cases of
breaches of the ]Jlofessmn'll laws this
season, and in the majority of cases these
have becn committed by junior clubs,
who, I am afraid, do not study them as
thev ought to. Ih(, present is a case in
point. Layerthorpe, a junior club in the
York district, played a player who is
registered as a professional of the York
club. This was done in violation of the
latter club’s wishes. In fact they requir-
ed the player’s services themselves and
instructed Layerthorpe to this effect,
and warned them against playing him.
However, the warning was ignored, and
they have now been fined £1 1s, and the
plaver stands suspended.

Then he joined Dalton and played for
about five seasons before coming to Roch-
dale mn the summer of 1901. Tn 1903-4
he plaved for Lancashire, and that season
was his best, for he took part in every
County game, and also plaved for Eng-
land aguinst other nationalities.

An Unfortunate Player.

The following season began his un-
fortunate experiences in the wav of in-
juries, and which I think, were the
turning point in a most brilliant career.
He was, at that period, the Northern
Union’s most promising half-back. If
his leg was not weak, he had his shoulder
damaged, and I well remember one of the
Hornet’s officials remarking that “Bax-
te~ was one of the most unfortunate
players who ever wore a jersey.’’

Baxter, at his best, was a plaver, who
at the outset of every game attracted
attention by his wonderful play, as a con-
necting link with the three-quarter backs.
He was remarkably unorthodox in what
he did, and his smart breakaways were
invariably well finished. A plaver with a
purpose, he well deserved the honours
which were extended to him.

His recovery was welcomed by every
Rochdale enthusiast, but Baxter has nev-
er been the power in the land he was
before 1905. But he is vet most eager
and enthusiastic for the game:; is a clever
tactician, a sturdy defender, and a
triumph for Rochdale this season, would
be a fitting reward to a long and honour-
able connection with the game.

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The Charms of Rugby.

A critic who has experience of the three
codes of football in England, writing to
the “Evening News,” Idinburgh, pays
high compliment to our code. After a
brief reference to the clubs number of
registered players, and declaring that
“‘the Association game has not inflicted
the serious damage on the Northern
Union preserves, that seemed at one time
likely,”” he proceeds with the following
interesting comments on the game:—

The Infiuence of Rugby Proper.

The influence of the Northern Union on
the game of Rugby is now widening con-
siderably. Australia and New Zealand
arc playing it, and the Northern Wnion

have now working arrangemets with the |

Australian and New Zealand Leagues.
Indeed it is confidently helieved here,
that the only Rugby game in a few years
in the two Colonies will be the Northern
Union, and strange though it may seem

to outsiders, the future of the game may '
rest with the amateurs. This is especially | { : 1
' stale after the exhilarating conflict at

the case in New Zealand. This brings

me to the consideration of the merits of |

the game itself. If I were asked to choose
from the three football codes, the one I
desired above all for my Saturday after-
noon vicarious sport, I would plump for
the Northern Union unhesitatingly. From
the spectacular point of view, in my opin-
1on, no other game of football can com-
pare with a first class Northern Union
match.

To compare it with Association, 1
should say that for every thrill you get
from an ordinary Association game you
have half-a-dozen from a very ordinary
Northern Union game.

‘At Lightning Speed.’ .

There is indeed nothing in the Assoc-
iation game—at least that dull, mediocre
stuff played in these latter days in Eng-
land—which can bear any relation to
those fierce’ bursts away in the Rugby
code, and this is, of course, equally true
of the orthodox Rugbyv. A round of pas-
sing, such as Northern Union tactics pro-
duces is well worth going a long dis-
tance to see. To
gather a half volley clean and neat,
swerve like some polished skater past
two or three opponents, swing the ball
high over a forest of hands to his three-
quarter backs, who pass and re-pass from
one side of the field to the other, until

the wing man, careering along the touch-
line at lightning speed, without slacken-
ing his pace, grasps the last pass, and
dashes in at the corner flag carrying two
or three men with him, is an exhibition of
human skill and dexterity which sends a
crowd into a perfect delirium of excite-
ment. 1 have seen nothing in the whole
repertoire of the Association player to

| approach such a performance as this,

which may be witnessed at any Rugby

match many times over.

A Comparison.

As chance would have it, T had a very
fertunate opportunity lately of comparing
and contrasting the Northern Union game
with the orthodox Rugby code. On suc-
ceeding Saturdays, I witnessed a North-
ern Union Cup tie at Hull, between the
Hull Kingston Rovers and Oldham, and
at Edinbugh, the Scottish-Irish Internat-
ional. The match at Inverleith, seemed
to excite a considerable noise and enthu-
siasmm of sorts, but to me it was flat and

Hull.  Both the Scottish and Irish backs
seemed veritable novices in whatis after
all the hasis of the Rughy game, the hand-
ling of the ball. It is of course, a-matter of
opinion whether a ravening onslaught of
a pack of forwards, sweeping all hefore

, them, is’nt quite as attractive to watch as
i a bout of passing, and there was an ele-

ment of the heroic about the manner in
which a Scottish player, with the ball
clutched desperately at his breast, in
supreme contempt for all his colleagues,
would disappear amidst the hordes of the
enemy, giving himself a noble sacrifice
for home and fatherland. It was mag-
nificent. but it was’nt—the game.

The Underlying Principle.

The Northern Union game is based on
the principle that Rugby is a game of
handball, and probably its chief contri-
bution has been its indirect influence on
the whole Rugby game, in cmphasising
the use of the hands. There was too
