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THE LAW CUP

A brief history compiled by Michael Turner

THE LAW CUP, or Infirmary Cup as it was originally known, was first contested in
May 1921. The trophy was donated by Mr A. J. Law, MP of Rochdale and the purpose
of the match was to raise money for the infirmaries located in the two towns.

In 1949, after the nationalization of the Health Service, the cup was renamed after its
original benefactor with receipts from the match being given over to junior Rugby
League and local charities.

Only the first ever playing of the game saw the match as an end of season event and
this was also the only time the match produced a replay,when after a no score draw
at the Athletic Grounds, Oldham became the first winners by defeating the Hornets
by 12 points to 2 at Watersheddings with ‘Roughyed’ legend, Joe Ferguson, being the
first captain to lift the trophy. In two other subsequent drawn games the trophy was
shared.

After the initial encounter the contest became a pre or early season event and, apart
from a break during the second world war, the match was staged annually up until
1966, with home advantage usually alternating season by season.

The game was revived again in 1972 and it endured until 1981 when Oldham last won
the cup by 31 points to 15 at Rochdale.
