Gilchrist, the stormy petrel of
the league, in between his tem-
peramental bouts of bumpers and
beamers, spapped up 135 wickets
including three hat-tricks, two of
which went one better—four in a
TOoW,

It was this tremendous bowling,
even on slow wickets, that blew the
championship flag Middleton way—
at hurrican speed. After Rochdale
had been on top all mid-season,

Middleton swept into the lead witn-

five wins in the last five matches.

They finished champions by 11
points, having been beaten in the
league only once, in the second
match of the season against Royton.
